His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn Bodindradebayavarangkun has been
graciously pleased to proclaim that

Whereas it is deemed expedient to have a law on marketing of infant and young child
food control in place.

Be it, therefore, enacted by His Majesty the King, by and with the advice and the
consent of the National Legislative Assembly functioning as the Parliament, as follows:

Section 1. This Act shall be referred to as “Marketing of Infant and Young Child Food
Control Act, B.E. 2560 (A.D. 2017)".

Section 2. This Act shall come into force after the expiration of sixty days from the date
of its promulgation in the Government Gazette.

Section 3. In this Act,

“Infant” means a child from birth to the age of twelve months;

“Young child” means a child aged more than twelve months to three years;

“Infant food” means

(1) Milk or other products consumed as food. In this regard, it is required to contain
nutrition that is suitable and sufficient for feeding infants in pursuance of the Food Act;
